The health and safety of Canadians is the government's top priority as we respond to the COVID-19
outbreak.

Public Services and Procurement Canada (PSPC) is supporting the whole-of-government response
to COVID-19 by spearheading the consolidated purchase of emergency equipment, supplies and
services for federal, provincial and territorial needs.

We have stood up a dedicated team of procurement specialists who are tapping into existing supply
arrangements and employing innovative, flexible approaches to make sure Canada has the
equipment, supplies and services it needs to effectively respond. This flexible procurement approach
includes a proactive call-out, posted to buyandsell.gc.ca, calling all potential suppliers to come
forward with products and/or services they could offer to support Canada's response.

We have already purchased a broad range of personal protective equipment and supplies, including
swabs, tests kits, gloves, masks and gowns, and we continue to work with available
suppliers, domestically and internationally, who have the capacity to respond to Canada's needs.
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
