Following up from our discussion today, here are the updates to the status of
procurementin a
number of key areas.

These numbers are subject to potential revision as deliveries are assessed. Please
review the PSPC
chart of confirmed quantities of goods ordered and received.

Deliveries:
Since last week’s report, we have received:

Over 322 thousand N95s
Nearly 80 thousand gowns

Nearly 160 thousand litres of hand sanitizer

To date, we have received 60 plane loads of supplies on federally chartered planes, in
addition to goods being transported by suppliers themselves.

This past weekend, the first ship carrying large quantities of hand sanitizer arrived by
sea in the port of Vancouver. Four other ships are en route and will arrive in the coming
weeks.

Last week PSPC launched a Request for proposal (RFP) for the purchase of 50 million
disposable non-medical face masks. For this RFP, there is a dedicated stream for
Indigenous businesses.

We are also continuing to work to procure the supplies needed for eventual mass
vaccinations. We are making sure that when a vaccine is ready, Canada will be ready for
it.

This week, the Prime Minister and Minister announced the launch of the new web hub

to connect organizations with federal, provincial, territorial, and other resources on
buying and selling PPE.
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Buyers will find best practices to keep people safe, where to find PPE for purchase,
consumer advice, and additional health and safety resources. For suppliers looking to
sell PPE, information includes product specifications, procurement and donation
opportunities, and business guidance and programs.

As we continue to engage with our partners and advisory groups, the hub will evolve to
include additional resources.
